	Looking at Europe
Focus on continent of Europe, and places in UK, Alps and Amalfi Coast
· Europe is made up of 50 countries; Russia is split across Asia and Europe.
· The Alps stretch across France, Italy, Switzerland, Austria and other countries. The Lake District is a National Park in England.
· The Amalfi Coast is located in Italy and there are a variety of human and physical features along the Amalfi Coast. Bournemouth is located on the south coast of England, and there are a variety of human and physical features there.
· Tourism is the business of supporting and encouraging people to visit a place for fun.
· The four locations experience positive impacts (social and economic) and negative (environmental and social) from tourism.
· Many people in the four locations rely on tourism, and there are ways that it can be managed responsibly.
	Brazil

Focus on the continent of South America and the country of Brazil
· Lines of longitude and latitude are imaginary lines that help us locate places on Earth. Lines of longitude run north to south. The main one is called the Prime Meridian. Lines of latitude run east to west. The main ones are called the Equator, Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle
· The Equator splits the Earth into the Northern and Southern Hemispheres; the Prime Meridian splits the Earth into the Eastern and Western Hemispheres
· South America is made up of 12 countries. Brazil is located in South America; it is the largest country on the continent. The Andes Mountains are found along the entire western coast of South America, covering 7 countries
· Brazil's physical geography is split into three main regions: the Amazon rainforest, the Cerrado and the Brazilian highlands
· Indigenous people are the first people who lived in the place and the generations of people who came after. The Kayapo are indigenous people who live in the Amazon rainforest. They clear small patches of rainforest for agriculture, but are also hunter-gatherers
· Rio de Janeiro is one of the largest cities in the Brazilian highlands, Some of its population live in favelas (makeshift settlements), but there are also wealthy areas that are popular with tourists


	 Tropical rainforests

Tropical rainforests, referring to Brazil and the Kayapo people

· Rainforests are forests that are found in places with high temperatures and lots of precipitation
· They are found between the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, in the area known as the Tropics
· Rainforests are found in five continents: Oceania (Australasian); Asia (Southeast Asian); Africa (Congo Basin); South America (Amazon) and North America (Central American)
· Rainforests are made of four main layers of different heights: the emergent, the canopy, the understory and the forest floor
· Each layer of the rainforest has different types of plants and animals that live there
· A symbiotic relationship is a long-term relationship between one or more species. Mutualism is where this both species in the relationship receive benefits
· Animals and plants have adapted to life in the rainforest (buttress roots, lianas, spider monkey, toucan, and fire ants)
· Rainforests provide the Earth with many benefits, including releasing lots of oxygen, having plants that can be used to make medicine, and they are the only home to lots of species
· Chopping down trees is called deforestation
· Deforestation of the Amazon rainforest is making way for agriculture, mining and logging
· At a global level, some countries at COP26 promised to end deforestation by 2030. At a local level, there are things we can do to reduce deforestation.







	History
	North American history – The Ancient Maya

· The Maya civilisation flourished in Mesoamerica from 250 to 800. It declined after that, but descendants of the Maya live in Central America today
· The Maya lived in city-states ruled by kings
· Maya worshipped multiple gods who were each responsible for something
· Ancient Maya sacrificed animals and sometimes humans to honour gods
· Maya built step-pyramids and temples to honour gods
· Maya cities had a plaza, temples, a ball court and sometimes an observatory
· Ancient Maya developed a number system and developed the concept of zero
· The Ancient Maya developed hieroglyphics
	Asian history – Early Islamic Civilisation 
· The Early Islamic Civilisation began with the founding of Islam by the Prophet  Mohammad in 610
· The Early Islamic Civilisation was an empire, led by the caliph.
· The Early Islamic Empire stretched across Eastern Europe, Northern Africa and Western Asia
· The people of the Early Islamic Empire were connected by their common identity and religion, as well as geographical (political) boundaries
· Baghdad was founded in 762 and became the capital city, and it was strategically designed
· Knowledge and wisdom is central to Islam, and the House of Wisdom collated the knowledge of many societies and welcomed scholars of all backgrounds
· Early Muslim doctors and surgeons introduced key principles of medicine including holistic treatments, free hospitals and learning from each other
· Al Khwarizmi was a mathematician who gave us the word 'algebra' and introduced the numbers 0-9 into Europe
· Ibn Al Haytham proved that humans see when light enters eye
· In 1258, a Mongol army brutally attacked Baghdad. They killed scholars and threw books from the House of Wisdom into the river Tigris, and lots of knowledge was lost.

	European history – local history – Ulverston

· Ulverston’s rise to power in Furness following Henry VIII’s dissolution of monasteries (including Furness Abbey)
· Impact of industrial revolution on Victorian Ulverston
· The importance of Ulverston canal to the town’s growth
