2259 plain flour 1

50g corn flour

1759 butter (soft) s
1259 honey

Mixing bowl 6.
Round baking tin 7

Preheat the oven to 160°C

Put all of the ingredients into a mixing bowl
Mix them together until you have a dough.
Put the dough into a round tin and flatten.

Decorate by scoring lines across it and adding detail
with afork

Bake in the oven for 30 minutes, until golden brown.
Remove from the oven and leave it to cool down.

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Ingredients Method

275g button mushrooms 1
1 thsp oil
3 thsp butter 2

1 small onion, finely
chopped

1 thsp plain flour
450 ml vegetable stock

450ml milk

A pinch of dried basil 6.

2-3 thsp single cream

Equipment
‘Saucepan with lid

Spoon

Heat the oil and butter in a pan, add the onions and
mushrooms and fry for 1 - 2 minutes.

Coverwith a lid, and leave to cook for a further 6 minutes.
Add the flour, stock, milk and basil and stir.

Bring this mixture to the boil, then partly cover and
simmer for 15 minutes.

Finally, add the cream and stir.
